We meet Monday thru Friday from 9:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.
After care is available for an additional fee. The cost for
one week of camp is $525.

Campers will have English riding lessons each day, along
with horsemanship lessons—Ilearning to saddle up,
groom, and care for their horses plus time to run around.
